3. Exhibitors are notified that any act of discourtesy or disobedience to the 
judges or officials on the part of the owner, rider or groom, shall disqualify 
the horse and the owner shall forfeit his entrance fee. In case of dispute, the 
judgment of the Committee shall be final. 

4. No person will be allowed in the show ring during the time of judging, except 
those having duties to perform. 

5. No schooling will be permitted on the outside course while the show is in 
progress. Schooling will not be permitted during the lunch break. 

6. Horses may be asked to jog at the judges’ discretion. 
7. NO loose dogs on grounds. 
8. Negative Coggins required. 
9. Schooling on Saturday between 10:00 and 3:00. Schooling fee is $20/horse 

and is non-refundable. 
Special Pandemic Guidelines & Information 

• Do NOT attend if: 
• You don’t feel well; 
• You have tested positive for COVID-19 or are showing symptoms; or 
• Have been around someone with symptoms within the past 14 days.
